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New Street Lights on State Street in Downtown Algona

AMU Electric Linemen
have replaced high pres-
sured sodium street lights
with LED street lights in
downtown Algona. The
work started after
Thanksgiving.

LED lights use about
one-third of the energy
compared to high pres-
sured sodium lights. LEDs
also last longer and are
brighter.

The first photo shows
new LED street lights in-
stalled along State Street
between Moore and
Dodge Streets.

The second photo was
taken on State Street
between Dodge and
Thorington Streets. It
shows the new LED street

lights on the left compared to
old high pressured sodium
street lights on the right.

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From the earliest records kept, dating
back to 1931, the peak energy usage
was usually in the winter, particularly in
November- December when people
used a majority of electricity to heat
their homes. Peak energy usage for
1931 was 675 kilowatts on December
23rd. As air conditioning became
available, peak usage shifted to
summer months. In July 1965, peak

usage for the was 5100 kilowatts.
